Reaction to Effective enemy Fire

Effective enemy fire is when there are rounds hitting the ground around your feet or you are taking casualties. 

The drill to be adopted in this situation is: On the order of the section commander to “Take cover”:

Dash

Down

Crawl

Observe

Sights

Fire

The acronym to help with remembering the drill is:

D2 (D squared) COSF

Dash forward 5metres. This means you are a moving target and therefore harder to hit. Only 5m as the longer you are up, the more likely you are to be hit. 

Down. Get down onto your belly.

Crawl away from where you went down and into cover. This means that if the enemy saw where you went down, they could fire into that position. By crawling, you reduce the risk of you becoming a casualty. 

Observe, from your cover, where the enemy is. Try and see how many there are, what weapons they have and there defences. You may need to give a target indication order. Can you do that?

Sights. Check that they are set at the correct range for the target you are going to shoot at. You will know the range from the target indication order, given by the section commander. 

Fire. Fire at the target using the type of fire giving to you by your section commander.
