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Misplaced Shots and Possible Causes








High shots


Looking through the top of the aperture.


Aim acquired by dropping the left hand.


Butt too low in the shoulder.


Failure to relax the arm.








High Right Shots


Loose sling.


Looking through the right side of the aperture.


Left hand too far back.


Applying pressure across the trigger instead of straight back.








Right Shots


Loose sling.


Faulty positioning of left elbow.


Left hand pushing right.








Low Right Shots


Loose sling.


Right elbow slipping.


Sights canted to right.


Trigger snatching.








. Low Shots


Loose sling.


Aim corrected by raising left hand.


Foresight low in the aperture.


Finger too low on the trigger








Low left Shots


Sling too tight


Sights canted to left


Finger incorrectly positioned on trigger.


Pushing with the right shoulder.





Left Shots


Left hand pulling left.


Sling too tight.








High Left Shots


a. Excessive pressure of cheek on butt.
